● teach your child PBIS expectations and rules to include the 4 Rs: Ready, Respectful, Responsible, Role Model.

● read the school newsletters and utilize the tips for reading and math. 
● use the resources provided in parent sessions.  
● get our children to school on time and avoid unnecessary absences.  
● find out how our child is progressing by attending conferences and/or calling the school with questions.

● take home the school newsletter featuring reading and math strategies. 
● come to class prepared to work and will complete all assignments to the best of my ability.  
● discuss with our families what I learned in school.  
● use the classroom, school, or online library at least once a week.  
● adhere to our PBIS goals to include the 4R’s: Ready, Respectful, Responsible, Role Model.
